A special report from our man with the overflowing carrier bag, Steve Carey

gspite the sweltering
weather, the biggest ever
British Music Fair at

Kensington's massive Olympia (July
20-22) was most certainly the
place to be for anyone remotely
interested in MIDI, making music
on the ST or just gawping at
expensive and unattainable hard-
ware,

Attendance was very busy,
with the celebrated “Olympia
greenhouse effect” doing its bit to
keep temperatures high and tem-
pers short, and the organisers
claiming all sorts of records had
been broken (including the largest
ever collection of sweat in one
place, no doubt].

There can be little doubt that
STs are taking over the world of
music playing and recording. There
was the occasional sadHooking
Amiga and even one or two friend-
less Macintoshes, but they were
both easily outnumbered. Indeed,
many exhibitors were remarking on
the invasion of the Ataris.

Two developments: directto-
disk recording and budget MIDI
systems. Neither is new, but with
ever more manufacturers hurrying
to join in it's clear that the ST is
definitely the professional and
indeed amateur musician's choice.

For most visitors this was a
first opportunity to see affordable
direct-to-disk recording systems in
action.

Sound Technology were pack-
ing them in for their excellent
demonstrations of the Digidesign
Sound Tools system (see our
report on page 96 of a Brixton stu-
dio using this system), using a 1.2
Gigabyte hard drive (that's over

10 ST FORMAT

1,200 MBytes!), capable of storing
an amazing one hour and 20 min-
utes of sound at 44 Mhz. (Of
course, if you can afford £3,000
for an optical drive and £400 for a
disk, your storage worries are a
thing of the past))

Sound Tools is amazing. It
offers non-destructive editing, yet
doesn't need any more space to
save your edits, using markers to
“remember.”

At about £2,000 (without the
hard disk) and running on a Mega
4 it offers a much cheaper and
time-saving replacement for the
usual tape-based systems cur-
rently in operation in music studios
up and down the country.

Captain Sensible, ex-Damned
guitarist and current ST FORMAT
games reviewer (see page 41),
was shopping for just such a sys-
tem to record and master his new
album on: “This puts techonology
in the hands of the people,” he
enthuses: “It's bleedin’ brilliant!”

And now that Sound Tools and
Clab Notator and Creator, the
most widely used professional MIDI
software in the world, are talking
to each other, it's set to storm into

the lead in this fast-growing field.

Still, though Sound Tools may
represent a great advance on
physical tape editing, not everyone
can afford £2,000, plus a Mega 4,
plus a huge hard disk. Tucked
away in a corner was the ADAC-ST
unit from D2D Systems, with a
price yet to be finalised, but
expected to be a remarkable
£850.

Apart from the price the ADAC
has three other advantages. Firstly
and least importantly the unit fits
between the ST's hard disk port
and a hard drive, thus requiring no
opening up of your ST. Secondly it
works with any ST from a 520
upwards.

And thirdly, if you own Stein-
berg rather than C-lLab software
this is the one for you. On the
other hand a brief examination of
the software — running with a mere
30 MByte hard drive — suggests
that its editing faciliies may not
quite match those of Sound Tools.

A growing number of manu-
facturers are rushing to join the
budget music system bandwagon.
