Atari fear Christmas shortage of ST stocks ® STACY portable ST fails crucial radio and TV interference tests in US

ith the onslaught of fren

zied Christmas buying just

around the corner, Atari UK

are worried that there may

not be enough STs to go
around. According to Atan spokesman
Peter Walker, “dealers are living hand-
tomouth as the ST market looks
increasingly buoyant.”

As you read this, Atari UK are air-
freighting extra ST shipments from the
USA and Taiwan in a desperate bid to
maintain enough stock for Christmas.
Several thousand STs have already
been released into the UK market-
place, but few will end up in shops.
Many are already earmarked for
users who have placed earlier
orders with dealers.

“We've underestimated the
target for ST sales,” says
Walker, who sees the new STE
Family Curriculum pack as the
cause. “Parents see them as a much
better alternative to consoles and
games machines.” The pack includes a
1040STE and five “modules™ of soft
ware, aiming to provide for every level
of user from pre-schoolage children to

their parents. The software included
ranges from excellent basic literacy and
junior school level programs to average
GCSE and “Business Computing™ pack-

The dealers themselves are desper-

" STACY banned

from US homes

he STACY, Atar's troubled por-

table ST, has failed crucial US

Government radio and TV inter-

ference tests. This means it now

cannot legally be used in Ameri-
can households.

The Federal Communications Com-
mission, the official body responsible
for testing all electrical and electronic
equipment, has withheld Class B certi
fication from the STACY on the grounds
that it produces too many spurious
radio emissions.

Without a Class B ticket, the STACY
is effectively banned from all American
households - a major setback for Atari.
Currently the machine is being sold
strictly to musicians and certain other
users who can legally use the machine
only as a peripheral part of existing
computer systems. The STACY's pro-
duction lines have been stopped, pend-
ing a redesign of the electronic
shielding which should enable the
machine to pass the crucial FCC tests.

A portable ST should have been a
world-beater, especially for musicians
and others who needed ST power on
the move, but the STACY has had a
troubled history ever since its appear-
ance over two years ago. To begin
with, it had no official launch, and indus-
try observers speculated that this was

because it had been rushed onto the
market prematurely. Indeed, it suffered
from debilitating problems that Atari
tried to fix on the run in a piecemeal
fashion that inspired little confidence in
the machine. The biggest problem was
short battery life - disastrous for a
portable machine. If the STACY had
been a car, it would probably have been
recalled. As it was, Atari gave the unit
little promotion and sold it promising

Star Micronics, suppliers of some of the
most popular printers for the ST, have
announced that they are releasing an
inkjet printer.

The StarJet 5J-48 has two modes,
High Quality (or Letter Quality) and Econ-
omy (Near Letter Quality). Quoted speeds
are 100 cps (characters per second) in
both modes, with an ink cartridge life of
700,000 HQ characters. Economy mode
is designed to use less ink and thus pro-
long cartridge life; in this mode, the car-
tridge should last for 1.4 million
characters. Unusually, the cartridge also
contains the print head itself.

Only two fonts are provided, Roman
and H-Gothic, both in 6 and 12 point. The
SJ-48 can print at 360 dpi in one pass -
a laser printer can only manage 300 dpi
maximum. To provide all-important com-
patibility with existing software, Epson
LQ, IBM Proprinter and NEC Graphics

emulation is included. A hefty 28K data
buffer is built-in.

Paper is handled by the traditional
single sheet friction feed method. An
optional sheet feeder is available, but this
can only handle 30 sheets at a time. The
5J-48 is supplied with an AC adaptor as
standard, but available as another extra is
a rechargeable Ni-Cad battery pack to
make the printer fully portable. Because it
weighs only 1.8kg and has dimensions of
310mm x 216mm x 48.5mm, it's possible
to use the printer virtually anywhere with
the battery pack, which is recharged
using the supplied AC adaptor.

Inkjet printers bridge the gap be-
tween dot matrix and laser printers. The
print head contains many tiny nozzles (in
the case of the SJ-48, 64 of them),
through which the heated ink is squirted
onto the paper. There is no physical con-
tact between the head and the paper at
any time, so wear on the head is reduced
and the resulting output is of a high gual-
ity, approaching that of a laser printer.

The basic $J-48 costs £405.38, with
replacement ink cartridges (including a
print head) weighing in at £21.09.

@ Micronet closure kills V23 protocol

Micronet, the professional computer-
users’ bulletin board, is to close down
after nine years of being ondine via
Prestel. British Telecom announced that
the service closes on 31 October and
existing subscribers will be offered a
good deal on registration to the Ameri-
can CompuServe network.

Following very closely after the
demise of MicroLink, the only other
major commercial public comms ser-
vice, the future of comms in the UK
looks bleak. The market is now served
only by US giants Compuserve and
GEnie and the many privately-owned
bulletin boards currently on-line. What's

more, a knock-on effect of Micronet's
demise is the likely end of the V23
comms protocol (one of several sys-
tems that convert messages to tele-
phone-ine impulses and back again).

This system (which used the
ancient 1200/75 split baud rate) was
originally developed for Prestel, but
was hated by most noncommercial
ST bulletin board (BBS) operators be-
cause it was incompatible with most
BBS-controlling software. Many boards
have already opted not to support V23
and Micronet's closure will now make it
virtually redundant.

However, V23 modems have been
sold very cheaply in recent years, and
there are a great many people using

them daily. If bulletin boards continue to
phase out their use, a large number of
current comms users are likely to be
lost. The Bath BBS will maintain V23
support on its lines as long as there are
people using the protocol, and other
BBS Sysops are urged to do the same.
As modem prices continue to fall,
V23 owners may be able to upgrade to
V22bis (2400 baud) or V32 (4800 and
9600) relatively cheaply. In the mean-
time, if you're thinking of purchasing a
modem, don't buy a V23-only system.
